EU regulations for imported organic products

To bring the benefits of organic farming methods to farmers, consumers
need to believe that the rules of organic production are being followed. Therefore,
the EU maintains a strict control and enforcement system to ensure that the rules
and regulations on organic agriculture are being followed appropriately. Because
organic agriculture is part of a large supply chain that also includes product
processing, distribution and retail, these industries also need to be examined.

* Each EU member state designates an “inspection agency or inspection
organization” to inspect entities in the organic food chain. Producers, distributors
and marketers of organic products must register with local regulators before being
allowed to market their food as organic.

« After being inspected, the product will be certified to confirm that it has
met organic standards.

* Each year, all entities are inspected at least once to ensure they are still in
compliance.

* Imported organic foods are also subject to control procedures to ensure
they are produced and transported according to organic principles.

To sell an imported product as organic in the EU, the product must comply
with the same standards as goods produced in the EU. To ensure this, all importers
must comply with a number of procedures. These processes depend on the origin
of the goods.

For products originating from Argentina, Australia, Canada, Chile, Costa
Rica, India, Israel, Japan, Tunisia, Korea, New Zealand, Switzerland, United
States:

For products originating from other countries:

In all other countries, inspection and certification are the responsibility of
the inspection organization or inspection agency. These are independent
organizations recognized by the European Commission to ensure that the organic
producers under their responsibility are complying with standards and controls
equivalent to those in EU.

The list of EU-recognized inspection organizations and inspection agencies
under equivalent mechanisms for organic certification is posted on the website of
the Organic Agriculture Information System (OFIS).



Products imported from non-EU countries may be subject to additional
controls or additional requirements.

Requirements for electronic test certification:

All organic products imported into the EU must have a suitable electronic
certificate of inspection (e-COl). These products are managed through the
TRACES system.

The certificate can be prepared by the importer, exporter or exporter's
inspection organization. This certificate must then be issued by the exporter's
inspection organization:

» Equivalent country: certificate issued by an inspection organization
designated by the competent authority of that country.

» All other countries: certification is issued by an EU-designated testing
organization.

Without an electronic inspection certificate, the product will not be cleared
at the EU port of arrival.

The original inspection certificate must be presented with the imported
organic product to the competent authority of the EU member state. Usually, it is
the competent authority at the import border gate, or the point where the importer
wants to release the goods for free circulation into the EU.

EU organic product logo

Organic product logos help provide a consistent visible identity for organic
products produced by the EU and sold in the EU. This makes it easier for
consumers in the EU to identify organic products and helps farmers market their
products in all EU countries.

The organic product logo can only be used for products that have been
certified organic by an authorized agency or control unit. This means that the
products have met strict conditions in terms of how they are produced, transported
and stored.
