EU requirements on food irradiation

Products may be treated by irradiation according to the provisions of
Directive 1999/2/EC. The Annex to the Directive lists the types of food, including
fruit and vegetables, that can be treated by this method, and the maximum average
dose that can be applied.

Food irradiation is only possible if there are appropriate technological
requirements to:

» Kill microorganisms, viruses, bacteria or insects;
* Prevents sprouting on potatoes, onions and garlic;
» Slows down the ripening and aging process of fruits and vegetables;

» Extends shelf life and prevents foodborne illnesses in meat, poultry and
seafood

This measure cannot be used as a substitute for sanitary or agricultural
practices good karma. An approved source of ionizing radiation must be used and
within the maximum allowable limits.

Decision 2002/840/EC allows food irradiation in non-EU countries if it
meets EU rules and is irradiated in an approved facility, as listed in the Annex to
this Decision.

Food treated by irradiation may not be imported from third countries into
the EU unless:

» Comply with the conditions applicable to those foods;

* Documents are included showing the name and address of the irradiation
facility, and this document provides the information required by the EU;

* Processed at an EU approved irradiation facility, which is on the list of
EU approved facilities.

* The label and packaging must clearly state that it has been irradiated.

* Necessary information for each batch of food treated by irradiation
includes:

» Lot number
* Person requesting irradiation treatment
* Date of irradiation

* Packaging materials used in processing



* Data on irradiation process control
» Refers to initial dose validation measurements.
You need to remember:

Food imported into the EU can only be irradiated if there are appropriate
technological requirements and are processed at an EU-approved irradiation
facility.

The Annex to Directive 1999/2/EC lists the foods that can be treated by
irradiation and the maximum average dose that can be applied.
