Federal Hazardous Substances Act (FHSA)

Title 15, United States Code, Chapter 30, Sections 1261-1278 1261-1278
16 CFR 1500, Federal Hazardous Substances Regulations (FHSA)

FHSA regulations establish requirements for hazardous household
substances in products. FHSA requires household substances that meet the
definition of a hazardous substance (as defined in the Act) to carry a caution label
to warn consumers of the hazard(s) associated with the use of the product, This
label provides consumers with safe use and storage of the product, first aid
instructions, if available, and the statement “Keep out of reach of children.”
Whether a product must be labeled depends on the product's construction and the
likelihood that the consumer will be exposed to any hazards that occur under
normal, reasonable and foreseeable circumstances of use. , including possible
ingestion by children. FHSA also defines prohibited hazardous substances as
children's products that pose an electrical, mechanical, or thermal hazard, with
some exceptions. The Act also authorizes the Consumer Product Safety
Commission to prohibit, through regulation, certain products that are dangerous
or so dangerous that warning labeling requirements are insufficient to protect
consumers.

Sharp points and edges of children's products

In 16 CFR 1500.48, the sentence "Technical requirements for determining
sharp points in toys and other items intended for children under 8 years of age"
provides a test method for determining whether a sharp point, exposed when under
normal use, or due to a reasonable likelihood of damage or abuse, of toys and
other items intended for children under 8 years of age, which present a risk of
injury by puncture or tear under section 2(s) of the Code Federal Hazardous
Substances Act.

Similarly, 16 CFR 1500.49, "Technical requirements for determining sharp
edges of metal or glass in toys and other articles intended for children under 8
years of age" sets forth a method for testing sharp edges. used to identify metal or
glass edges that, under normal use or due to foreseeable damage or abuse, of toys
and other articles intended for use by children under 8 years of age, present a
hazard injury due to release or vaporization under section 2(s) of the Federal
Hazardous Substances Act. Children's clothing and textile products are not
technically covered; however, textiles and children's clothing that contain sharp
points and edges may be considered a hazard product and the CPSC will request
a voluntary recall from the manufacturer or order a mandatory recall.



Ban on infant mattresses

16 CFR Part 1500.18 (a) (16) - current information link bans children's mattresses
and pillows that have all of the following features:

* Has a soft fabric cover,

* Loosely lined with granular materials such as plastic beads or plastic
pellets,

* Easy to flatten,

« Able to adapt to the infant's body or face, and

* Intended or advertised for use by children under one year of age.
Standards for window screens and cords

CPSC staff is working with the Window Manufacturers Association
(WCMA) to develop performance requirements and testing methods to identify
tightening hazards associated with curtain products windows that use wires and
standardize warnings regarding internal wire loop hazards, emphasizing the need
for proper adjustment of internal wire stops. The voluntary standard "American
National Standard for Safety of Wrought Wire Window Covering Products"
(ANSI/WCMA A.100.1) provides requirements for window covering products
that address fish c strangulation hazards associated with connecting loops, internal
wiring and wiring connections. Although this standard is voluntary, the CPSC can
and has required recalls of window coverings that pose a strangulation hazard.

Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)

Anti-microbial clothing and home textiles: Federal Insecticide, Fungicide,
and Rodenticide Act (FIFRA)

Title 7, United States Statutes, Chapter 6, Section 136

This act addresses federal regulations regarding the distribution, sale, and
use of pesticides to protect human health and the environment. Products that Kill
or repel bacteria or germs are considered pesticides and must be registered with
the EPA before distribution or sale. EPA will not accept registration of a pesticide
until the drug has been tested to demonstrate that it will not pose an unreasonable
risk when used as directed. This includes pesticides with antibacterial properties
or other insecticides for use on clothing or textiles.

FIFRA does not permit companies to claim that their pesticides do not pose
a threat to public health when distributing or selling any product until the product



has been approved and registered by the EPA or exempted from registration. EPA
will take action against companies that make such claims.
